Samuel Jéhannsson was bornin Akureyriin 1946. He first garnered attention at age 14 for unusual
portraits, which he had made for an art exhibition held at his school, Gagnfraedaskéli Akureyrar.
Since 1980, he has worked consecutively as a visual artist, mainly using acrylic paint, ink, varnish
and iron.

Asin Samuel’s former exhibitions, the human body and the face are his subjects. This time he focuses
on the interpretation of the face rather than the shapes of different body parts. The imagery is strong,
both in regard to colours and form, and the harsh expression of the face. Sometimes Samuel appears
to be working with “the unbearable lightness of being” — impulses which lead to light-heartedness
and seriousness at the same time, which, at the end of the day, aren’t exactly foreign to the human
being.

Samuel has been involved in several art exhibitions in his career. He has held more than 30 solo
exhibitions and participated in a number of group exhibitions in Iceland and abroad, the last of which >, e,
was Creation of Childhood in Akureyri Art Museum in the spring of 2015.

Iceland’s long winter creates a time lapse where darkness envelops each stone and every
mountain, where nature seems to be bursting with secrets and hidden scenes.

The project involves the creation of wearable light devices in order to allow a procession of
people to stroll into those darkened landscapes. Artificial lighting and natural winter light
merge into an unforeseen choreography dancing around this wandering march.

Traditional Icelandic women’s hats, the krékfaldur and the spadafaldur, are references
for those lighting devices, their shape being reminiscent of headlights used by explorers
searching for hidden caves or unexplored forest. The Wandering Parade merges the human
and the designed object; people become walking light devices, a fabrication of hybridised and
disproportionate characters ready to wander into the wild.

At the exhibition People, six different individuals come together
who all have the common trait of working with photographs, even though the subject matter of
“people” may not be the first thing that comes to mind when examining their work.

This exhibition displays diverse pieces; photographs of young people at dawn, from the underground
of London, of participants at the medieval festival at Gasir, Eyjafjordur, thirteen photographs taken at
the same split second, photographs of women at their favourite location, and photographs that can
perhaps be considered abstract. Daily life is diverse and people’s presence varies.

Joan Jonas (born 1936) is one of the best known and most influential contemporary artists in
the US. She represented the United States at the Venice Biennale in 2015 and has displayed her

work in some of the world’s greatest art museums. Joan Jonas is a pioneer in the field of video-
and performance art and has had an exstensive influence on artists with her feminist emphasis,
which is highly profiled, in her works.
