Tumi Magnusson (born 1957) studied at the Ice-
landic College of Arts and Crafts and the AKI in
Enschede, the Netherlands.

The use of found objects, photographs, drawings
and 8 mm films in the beginning of his career,
led MagnUsson in the early eighties to painting
in a figurative style. During the next years his ap-
proach to painting developed into what can be
described as an expanded and conceptual field
rather than a traditional understanding of the
medium. This culminated in series of works in
which the experience of time in relation to physi-
cal space was a central aspect. Magnusson con-
tinued his research after the turn of the century,
creating photographic installations, and video/
audio installations, where the image and/or
sound are perceived as a sculptural event.

The basic color tone in the works at SuperBlack
is black. The idea comes from a recently manu-
factured black color, Vantablack, which portrays
a complete void. In that void modern man’s
extistential questions roam: What is our stand
against nature and ourselves?

Jonsdattir’s clay works resemble Icelandic black
sands and lava fields. They pose the question
whether we would treat nature with more respect,
if we saw her as a human body with organs like
our own.

In Gunnlaugsdéttir’s work the imagery reminds
us of the baroque era, when Western culture
faced a reckoning. In her work the playfulness
of glitter alternates with the grave undertone of
the skull and decadence. They reflect the distress
of present times and human’s constant need to
take responsibility for our lives and happiness.

“Iceland seeks workers to work in rural areas of
the country.” This is a quote from an advertise-
ment from the Icelandic vice consulate, directed
at women in Germany in 1949. Around 900 people
responded to the advertisement and on June 5th
1949, around 280 women and 79 men travelled to
Iceland on board the ship Esja.

Many of these women stayed on in Iceland and
started a new life. For her project HEIMAt, Skubatz
has tracked down and photographed some of the
women that are still alive. The result is a poetic
piece that touches on memories and on the expe-
rience of rooting in a new place.

On several levels and in a symbolic way, Skubatz
addresses issues such as the land, the women and
their histories. HEIMAt is a photographic journey,
which takes us from the past to the present, touch-
ing on themes such as love, trauma, nostalgia and
forgetfulness. It also brings out the unspoken, with-
out getting too obvious.

The German artist Marzena Skubatz was born in
Poland in 1978. She received
a Diploma in Photography
from the University of Ap-
plied Sciences, and her
work has been exhibited
and published around the
world. The main subject of
her work is the correlation
between human identity
and places.

Elin Pjet. Bjarnason (1924-2009) was born in
Iceland and raised in Akureyri, but lived in
Copenhagen from the age of 21 onwards. She
studied fine art at the Royal Academy of Art in
Copenhagen; first painting with Vilhelm Lundstrgm
1945-1950, then murals with Elof Risebye 1958-
1959 and finally graphic arts with Holger J. Jensenin
1962. She participated regularly in group exhibitions
in Copenhagen but only exhibited her work once in
Reykjavik; along with weaver Vigdis Kristjansdottir
in 1968. The first solo exhibition of her works was
held in ASI Art Museum in 2011.

ASI Art Museum owns a collection of about
550 works by Bjarnason; paintings, drawings,
graphics and frescos, donated by Bjarnason’s
nephews, Pjetur Hafstein Larusson and Svavar
Hrafn Svavarsson, after her
death in 2009. The exhibi-
tion at Akureyri Art Museum
is a co-operative venture
between the two museums,
where selected works from
the ASI collection will be ex-
hibited.

Akureyri Art Museum is located in Kaupvangsstreeti,
which is usually referred to as Listagil (Art Street).
The street played a major part in the industrial
history of Akureyri. Around 1930 the Eyjafjorour
Co-operative Society, KEA, started a powerful de-
velopment, by running various types of industrial
production in the buildings along the street. The
decades that followed were progressive and the
industrial operations truly flourished. Some changes
and new developments, however, demanded ad-
justments and KEA had already moved their factories
elsewhere, when Akureyri municipality bought the
buildings in the nineties, and opened up the “factory
doors” to art and culture.

This exhibition is focused on the buildings in
Listagil, and the operations that took place there
in the past - before they became an art-center, art
school, galleries and residencies. This way, Akureyri
Art Museum wants to pay its respects to the past,
and offer its guests a connection with history.

The exhibition is designed in cooperation with
Akureyri Museum.

Akureyri municipality formally began purchasing
artworks around 1930, when a painting by Frey-
maédur Johannsson was bought. Today the munici-
pality owns around 700 diverse visual art works.

After the founding of Akureyri Art Museum in 1993,
preservation of the collection became one of its
roles. The Museum adopted a policy of exhibiting
the biggest part of the collection on the walls of the
municipality’s institutions - which today is still the
case. This makes the collection visible to the staff
and residents of Akureyri municipality.

In this exhibition, the focus is on the Akureyri Art
Museum’s permanent collection. Great works by
Icelandic artists, mostly from Akureyri or Eyjafjorour,
will be exhibited. The criteria for selecting works
from the collection was diversity and gender equal-
ity, even though the collection mainly consists of
works by male artists. It is however an interesting
fact that through the years, the number of works by
female artist has steadily increased.
