In 2019 the enlarged and
renovated Museum-building received the Akureyri Archi-
tecture Awards and the architectural firm Kurt & Pi was
nominated for the Icelandic Design Prize for designing
the renovated building.

The Museum is an important part of Akureyri as a hub
for culture and education. Art Street, with its artist-run
galleries, artist residencies and diverse art creations, is a
good place to visit.

It has become a tradition to exhibit the final projects
of Akureyri Comprehensive College’s art and design
students at the Akureyri Art Museum. Two exhibitions
are held every year, one at the end of the spring term
and one at the end of the fall term. This is the sixth
year in a row, these exhibitions are held in coopera-
tion with Akureyri Art Museum.

When preparing for these exhibitions, students
choose an assignment based on their field of interest
and have the opportunity to deepen their understand-
ing of mediums which they have encountered before
or acquaint themselves with new ones. The students
have gone through the idea and research phase in the
artistic process, and they search high and low for data
for their own creative process, depending on what is
suitable for each idea and each medium.

Alongside their other studies the students have one
semester to work on their final assignments and set
up the exhibition in cooperation with an instructor
and the other students. The values, on which this
process is based, are initiative, creative thinking, and
disciplined work methods.

His sub-
ject matter often includes social taboos such as pol-
itics and religion and his performances have often
moved communities. He provokes societal standards
and investigates his and his fellows " limitations while
watching the viewers response closely.

“Every now and then people tell me that I'm a “social
sculpture”. | fully understand the statement, since
many of my artworks mirror or extend my thoughts
and contemplations. The painting has played a major
role in my creative process and my first art-exhibition,
in 1996, showed only paintings. Although I'm best
known for my performances it is the painting that is
eternal and provides for me. To be the best painter in
Iceland and grouped among the five best painters in
the world today, is a marvelous feeling.”

Snorri Asmundsson moved back to his hometown of
Akureyriin 2017 after staying and attending to the art-
muse in Paris, Vienna, Mexico and Los Angeles.

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Lily Erla Adamsdottir's works border on visual art,
design and artistic craft. She is very fond of surfaces,
whether it is the surface of nature or humans. The
subject matter in her works is manual repetition, both
its potential and limits. How the unique is picked up
by the multitude at the same time as the multitude
creates a unique harmony. Adamsdéttir's work-pro-
cess is characterized by a constant communication
with the matter — where one thing leads to the next.
In her most recent works she has made use of the
tuft-technique to examine the thread and its visual
effect, when it comes to the interplay of colors and
the properties of the material. She describes her work
either as furry paintings or dancing embroidery.

Lily Erla Adamsdéttir (born 1985) graduated with a BA
degree from Iceland University of the Arts 2011 and
with an MA degree in Artistic Textile, from the Swedish
School of Textiles in Boras, Sweden 2017.

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A retrospective exhibition showing works by Porvaldur
Porsteinsson (1960-2013) will open on August 29™
2020, during Akureyri’s annual town festival. The pro-
ject is a collaboration between Akureyri Art Museum
and Hafnarborg, Centre of Culture and Fine Art, in
Hafnarfjordur, where it will be on view early 2021.

Porsteinsson was a productive artist and teacher
who in his career made use of most art-mediums. In
addition to creating visual artwork he wrote novels,
plays, poetry and music. He became well known in
Iceland for The Pocket Theatre, a play performed on
the Icelandic National Radio in 1991 and later on tel-
evision. His novel The Message Pouch was an instant
success when it was published in 1986 and was later
dramatized and performed in The National Theatre
of Iceland, as a musical in 1993. His four books about
Betterby have been translated into several languages
and Reykjavik City Theatre staged his play And Bjdrk
of Course in 2002.

porsteinsson held numerous solo exhibitions, both in
Iceland and abroad, and participated in international
group exhibitions all over. He would have turned
sixty on November 71 2020 and on that occasion the
Akureyri Art Museum will hold a symposium about his
lifework, on his birthday.

The festival is a
collaboration between Akureyri Art Museum, Akureyri
Culture Society, Akureyri Theater, LOKAL Internation-
al Theater Festival, Reykjavik Dance Festival and Ice-
landic Art Centre.

A variety of performances and theatre-based pro-
jects of all kinds are on the agenda. Participants are
young up-and-coming artists as well as experienced
and well-known performance artists and theatre pro-
fessionals. Among those who have participated in Al
are Magnus Péalsson, Florence Lam, Ruri, Theatre Re-
placement, Ka Yee Li, Hekla Bjort Helgadéttir, Anna
Richardsdottir and Tales Frey. Close to 2000 guests
have attended the festival each time, enjoying lively
performances.

The video art festival Heim (Home) is held in Akureyri at
the same time as well as a number of off-venue events.

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Kristin Katrin Pordardéttir Thoroddsen (1885-1959)
grew up in Reykjavik, where she received her first in-
structions in music and visual art, as was common
among daughters of the upper class in Reykjavik at
the time. Thoroddsen left for Edinburgh in 1904 to
study visual arts. After 1940 she started painting again,
this time at the Art Students League in New York.

Thoroddsen lived in Akureyri from 1907-1932 with her
husband Steingrimur Matthiasson, the district doctor,
and their children. They separated in 1932 when she
travelled with her 11 year old daughter to India to
work for the International Theosophical Society at its
headquarters in Adyar.

In 1942 Thoroddsen donated two paintings to
Akureyri Church that clearly bear witness to her pro-
fessional training in visual arts. Her career was un-
usual in many respects, and she was well acquaint-
ed with the progressive ideas of her times. Apart
from the paintings in the church, her work has never
before been exhibited officially. In this exhibition a
selection of paintings is presented along with pho-
tographs from her travels in the Orient.

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“The work was made especially for the exhibition
Stadreynd - Local Fact in 2014. It is simply a fact that
at the age of 13 | was hired to work during the sum-
mer in the cheese production part of the Co-op Dairy,
which now houses the Akureyri Art Museum. Later |
worked at the new Co-op Dairy, when it had moved
to another location, first insulating milk pipes in the
basement and later in the cheese production. Every
time | walk through the Art Museum | can smell a hint
of whey in the air and recognize the sound of the floor
tiles.

In thework | connect the old Co-op Dairy to the newer
one and transport both into the Art Museum. I doc-
umented my travel from one place to another and
dragged the old time with me into the new one. As a
teenager I liked making up little tunes in my mind to
the rhythm of the machines and I "m humming those
same tunes in the video-piece.”

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University of Iceland Art Collection was founded in
1980, hence it will celebrate its 40th anniversary in
2020. Like many university art collections abroad,
University of Iceland bases its collection partly on do-
nations. The founding collection, donated by the cou-
ple Ingibjorg Gudmundsdottir (1911-1994) and Sverrir
Sigurdsson (1909-2002) weighs the most, and their
donations of artworks to the collection are among
the most valuable gifts that the University of Iceland
has received. Some Icelandic artists, or their estates,
have also donated their artworks to the collection.
The University of Iceland has altogether received 1330
artworks through donations. By adding the artworks
that have been purchased, the collection now con-
sists of 1450 artworks.

The founding collection was mostly made up of nu-
merous abstract works from mid and second half
of the 20th century, which laid the foundation for a
unique collection. At the exhibition in Akureyri Art
Museum abstract works by artists such as Porvaldur
Skilason, Karl Kvaran, Hérdur Aglstsson, Gudmunda
Andrésdéttir and more will be exhibited.
