Last year was truly strange. We have all had to face so
many different challenges. Fortunately, we have a bright
future ahead of us and at Akureyri Art Museum we start
the year with energy - although with caution and follow-
ing the rules that apply.

Due to Covid-19 we had to change a few things in our
program for 2021. Our permanent exhibition has been
updated and Selected Works from the Museum’s collec-
tion - part Il has now been installed. The yearly group
exhibition of works by children and artist; Creation of
Childhood will be open February 20™. The exhibition was
allotted a-three-year honors grant from The Icelandic
Museum Fund which is an excellent recognition. An ex-
tensive exhibition of works by Erré will open in the spring
under the title £rr6 The Traveller in collaboration with
Reykjavik Art Museum. The biennale with works from
artists in North Iceland will continue as an important
part of the museum’s yearly program. Recent Acquisitions
from the museum collection will also be offered since -
although the museum has had no funds for several years
to by art - it has received some donations of art which
will now be shared with our guests.

Exhibitions of works by students of VMA and Akureyri
School of Visual Arts are also a part of the program and
by fall solo exhibitions from both Icelandic artists and
artist from abroad, young and old will be installed along
with Al Performance Festival which will be held for the
seventh time. So, diversity and ambition will continue to
be in the forefront.

Dissemination and museum education have increased
and we intend to continue on that road even though re-
strictions on gatherings will become less strict. Covid-19
has taught us a number of things, one being how impor-
tantitis for us to be able to enjoy art and culture together.
We want to be able to continue doing this, since itis such
an important part of our lives.

Travels characterize both Errd’s life and career. He
studied art in Reykjavik, Oslo, Ravenna, Florence,
and eventually settled in Paris in 1958, after spending
several months in Israel. Many successive journeys
followed, including some remarkable trips to New
York, Moscow and Havana. A world tour, 1971-1972,
led him to cross Asia. From the 1970s, he has lived and
worked in Paris, Bangkok and Formentera in Spain.

Wherever he goes, Erré collects hundreds of images.
He brings them together in collages which, enlarged,
lead to paintings. The idea of travel, of displacement,
appears in many works through the use of motifs
such as planes, rockets, trains, birds, horses, or even
superheroes. This manifests itself in a specific way in

series about “Mao’s world tour”, “space travels” and
“North African women”.

The exhibition is a collaboration between Akureyri Art
Museum and Reykjavik Art Museum.

Aggressive emotions are also a recurring subject in
his work.

Klingenberg often presents the idea of the artist in a
humorous context, as is reflected in the slogan “It"s
hard to be an Artist in a Rock star’s body.” His obses-
sive attempts to define the role of the artist in “the
rockstar’s society” drive him to research how the artist
does, not what he does. Hence it is the process that
sparks his interest, not the outcome.

Erling T. V. Klingenberg studied art in Iceland,
Germany and Canada. He has exhibited his work
widely in Iceland as well as abroad and is one of the
founding members of Kling & Bang in Reykjavik.

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It was big news when the entrepreneur Ragnar Jons-
son, known for his margarine factory Smari, decided
to donate his collection of paintings to the Icelandic
Confederation of Labour (ASI) in the summer of 1961.
Joénsson’s wish was to establish an art museum that
would present art to the working people of Iceland.
ASI Art Museum was founded with Jénsson s dona-
tion of 147 works, a collection that includes works
by the most renowned Icelandic artists from the last
century.

Ragnar Jonsson built his collection around a core
of large, arresting works by five painters whom he
ranked as being the most celebrated artists of their
time. They were Asgrimur Jénsson, Jéhannes S. Kjar-
val, Jon Stefansson, Gunnlaugur Scheving and Por-
valdur Skulason.

In emphasizing these five artists, this exhibition seeks
to convey the gist of Ragnar’s acquisition policy and
to reflect his view of Icelandic art history.

The exhibition is a collaborative project between
Akureyri Art Museum and ASI Art Museum.
