The artist ‘s eagerness, fire,
strength and vulnerability changes with disciplined
brushstrokes in creation on canvas and ultimately
becomes a wish for peace and beauty in a complex
world.

He was a founding mem-
ber of Gallery SUM 1969 and served as its director for
the first year. After that Gudmundsson moved to Am-
sterdam, The Netherlands, and lived there for the next
nine years, after that he settled in Hjalteyri.

Gudmundsson is one of the best-known represent-
atives of concept art in Iceland. With his works and
choice of material he stretches the limit of conven-
tional definition of art. During his career he has exhib-
ited his work far and wide, mostly though in Europe
and the US. He is also known for his artist-books. His
work and books can be found in various museum col-
lections and in 2010 he received the Swedish Carne-
gie Awards.

This exhibition consists of eight works that are dis-
played for the first time in Iceland. Ingibjorg J6hanns-
déttir arranged the print and selection of paper.

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Bringing together the works of Pérdur Hans Baldurs-
son (born 1992) and poérunn Elisabet (born 1952) in-
vites us to explore how everyday objects carry and
challenge gendered assumptions.

In POrdur Hans's work, The Men’s Choir in the Wall,
black ties, initially static and minimalistic, come
alive through sound, embodying masculine-coded
symbols of formality and hierarchy. The interplay of
voices and unexpected movement disrupts viewer ex-
pectations, suggesting hidden complexities beneath
their surface.

Similarly, Pérunn’s installation of fluttering, perfumed
scarves transform simple textiles into evocative objects
in How to Ornate a Scarf. Sourced globally and span-
ning various eras, these scarves evoke femininity, lux-
ury and cultural context through sensory experience.

Both works compel us to question the assumptions
that we make based on what we see, highlighting
how cultural artifacts shape and reflect societal nar-
ratives about gender and identity. By animating these
objects, the artists reveal their inherent fluidity and
softness, illustrating how gendered meanings evolve
across contexts and over time.

Einnig verdlaun menningarmalaraduneytis
a Evrépsku verdlaunahatidinni i Belgiu 2024, fyrir
nytjalist.
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Oriori reimagines the ancient craft of origami in the
context of contemporary textile design through jac-
quard weaving. By embedding form-transformable
mechanisms directly in the interlacement of warp
and weft, form and material are created simultane-
ously. The form-giving mechanics enable the trans-
formation of rectangular two-dimensional woven
textiles into three-dimensional objects.

Each textile object can additionally be dynamically
transformed, hereby alternating between different
visual, tactile and form-related appearances. The
work provides a method to generate fully woven tex-
tile objects while utilizing color, pattern, and texture
as activating elements, offering a playful and stimu-
lating experience in a digital world while making the
spectator aware of textile craftsmanship.

Emilie Palle Holm (born 1994) holds an MA in Textiles
from the Swedish School of Textiles. She has won nu-
merous awards, including the coveted Arts Threads
(Knits/Weave) in 2023 arranged in collaboration with
the fashion brand Gucci, and the Ministry of Culture
Award at the European Prize for Applied Arts 2024 in
Belgium.

The drawing has been a favorite of Friopjofsdottir
for a long while, playing a big role in her art creation.
Through the drawing she fumbles forward, armed
with curiosity she maps her mind. She gives it time
to ferment until things become clearer and stories are
created, that move through various routes onto the
canvas.

In her sprawling, interactive and immersive instal-
lation “Stairway to Heaven,” the Madrid-based artist
Barbara Long (Newark-on-Trent, UK, 1960) explores
the cycle of life, and the ups and downs of her own
life, past, present, and future. With its 65 steps and
over 20 meters in length, the installation re-presents
the artist’s life to date, and the possibility of a future
life up to 100 years. The installation is made entirely
with recycled textiles and materials from the artist’s
life and each step is upholstered with textiles (dyed
red) relating to a year in her life.

With its flexible and organic structure, the installa-
tion is reminiscent of forest climbing plants, creat-
ing a protective refuge, and casting shadows on the
surrounding walls. The public is invited to immerse
themselves in the structure, and to touch it, with
care.

The works have been developed through their collab-
oration with visual artist Kirsty Whiten and director
Kristjan Ingimarsson, who serves as the artistic direc-
tor of the production.

This international group explores their connection to
the world and the freedom potential of the creative
cultural and natural force inherent in femininity. Their
methods largely revolve around collaborative pro-
cesses and interactions with life-forms.

The exhibition features six VR videos in which the art-
ists express feminine sensitivity and power through
their individual working processes. They closely con-
nect to various landscapes, reflecting on natural forc-
es, food and the earth.

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Oli G. J6hannsson (1945-2011) was born in Akureyri,
Iceland. His works reflect a deep connection to nature
and the unpredictable rhythms of life. He is known
for his distinct abstract expressionist style, where the
forces of nature - the sun, the wind, and the sea - flow
through his works.

His path to art took an unexpected turn when he suf-
fered a near-fatal accident at sea, where he worked as
afisherman in the mid-1990s. This incident became a
turning point in his life and led him to dedicate him-
self entirely to painting.

His works, shaped by influence of the COBRA move-
ment, transform fleeting moments and memories
into permanent forms, revealing their beauty and
depth. They served as receptacles for the most signif-
icant experiences of his life - nature, emotions, and
scattered moments - while simultaneously evoking
thoughts about earthly existence, where the artist and
his work intersect.

In the year that would have been his 80th, we honor
Oli's memory and his unique ability to capture life's
raw beauty and diversity. His works live on as an in-
valuable heritage that connects us to nature and the
human condition.

He
first studied with Asgrimur Jonsson in Reykjavik, then
started his studies at The Royal Danish Academy in
Copenhagen graduating in 1917.

Alone in nature Kjarval was content, camping and
painting, in the open air. In a certain dell near Ketil-
stadir farm in Hjaltastadapingha is his summer cot-
tage, where he, among other things painted some of
his most memorable landscapes and his drawings
of the common people of Borgarfjordur eystri are
among his best-known work.

This exhibition consists of several unexhibited works
the majority is from East Iceland Heritage Museum's
collection which also takes care of his summer cottage.
