She graduated with a BA
degree from Iceland University of the Arts in 2006, studied towards a
master's in Cultural Media and Communication at the University of Iceland,
and graduated with a degree in Art Pedagogy from Iceland University of
the Arts 2021.

She has held numerous solo exhibitions and participated in group
exhibitions in Iceland and abroad, in places such as the USA, South Ameri-
ca, Europe and Asia. Among her solo exhibitions in Iceland are Kites in Rey-
kjavik Art Museum, Infinite Randomness in bula, Marshall-house and Gravity —
Circular Motion at Hafnarfjorour Center of Culture and Fine Art.

Viggdsddttir creates interactive experiential installations, where older tech-
nologies blend with modern technology in visual art. The artworks are
often loaded with symbolism and the works are assembled from diverse
materials. Viggdsdottir often uses multiple media in the installations, e.g,
video, sound and sculpture. The installations create a harmony between
materials and technology in a visual experience and evoke perception in
the exhibition space. The imagery is often interpreted in such a way that all
the senses of the viewer are opened.

The magic of the experience, the power it creates, when all the media
forms a harmony, becomes the instrumentalists of perception, where
movement for vision comes to the foreground.

Gudmundur Armann (born 1944) has a long career in visual arts and as an
art teacher. He has held 52 solo exhibitions and participated in numerous
group exhibitions in Iceland and abroad. He finished his studies in Engrav-
ing in a printshop in 1962, graduated from the Icelandic College of Art
and Crafts 1966 and studied at the Valand School of Fine Art in Sweden
in 1966-1972. He moved to Akureyri in 1972 to work as an art teacher,
finished both his teacher’s degree (in 2002) and an MEd degree (in 2013)
from the University of Akureyri.

Influx is a retrospective exhibition from Sigurjénsson's 65-year career,
the oldest work is from 1970. A distinctive feature in this exhibition
is the artist's diverse quest for his artistic rendering — from realistic to
abstract — where the motive fades until only the line, form and color
remains. Two-dimensional visual art — paintings, prints and drawings — play
the main role, although one can see a few three-dimensional works created
out of battered pieces of wood.

Its unlikely that anyone will ever read this,
except myself. The joy of writing this is the main thing".

The notebooks exhibited were prepared by Sveinsson during the years
2000-2017.

Ulfur Logason (born 1997) studied painting at the Art Academy in Diissel-
dorf, Germany, graduating in 2024. He now lives and works in Berlin. This
is his first solo exhibition in a public museum, though he has participated
in exhibitions in lceland and abroad, in Dusseldorf, New York and Paris,
among other places.

In his works, Logason explores European art history, in particular the
historical painting, and uses that to interpret his own environment and
present times. The title of the exhibition, May God Reward You, comes from
a drawing by Francisco Goya of bulls attacking a busker and most likely
killing him. Goya's works are among the starting points of the exhibition,
particularly his paperwork, where stories of Spanish everyday life, cynical
humor, strange allegories and shocking descriptions of warfare, murders,
cannibalism, and devil worshipping all mix together. The watercolor paint-
ings in the exhibition are Logason's attempt to combine diverse narratives
from different directions together into one imagery.

Orlygur Kristfinnsson was born in Siglufiordur in 1949. He studied at
the College of Art and Crafts 1969-73, started with paintings but later
moved on to watercolors. Kristfinnsson was director at The Herring
Era Museum for 25 years. He has also restored numerous old houses
and is the author of books on life during the herring era.

Kristfinnsson's exhibition is a tribute to the great auk, which appears
there as a symbol for countless endangered species, big and small.

The great auk was common in the North Atlantic, a flightless, easy prey.
When Europeans settled in North America some brutal slaughtering
of the bird was committed. The last great auks were killed in Eldey,
June 3rd, 1844, for the benefit of some tradespeople and collectors of
natural history specimens. Icelanders have, ever since, felt remorse over
this. The extinction of the bird brought on a discussion and actions to
protect vulnerable species of birds and therefore the great auk can be
considered exemplary for early conservation of nature.
